SANCTION Rights 

1. For all tournaments and competitive matches defined in the BWF Para-badminton Competition 
Regulations, the Host Association must apply for and receive the sanction of the BWF. The BWF shall grant sanction to the tournament in line with the BWF Para-badminton Regulations.
2. On obtaining BWF sanction the Member Association or organisation recognised by the BWF are provided with the following:

· BWF Para-badminton World Ranking points for the players 

· Protection for Championships date

· BWF approval of  qualified Technical Official for the smooth running of the competition 
· BWF approval of Classifiers and determination of the number of Classifier Panels
· Publication of  the event on BWF website
· Results published on BWF website 

· Provision of professional advice to Member Association or organisation recognised by the BWF on running of the competition as required.

3 The Ownership of BWF-sanctioned tournament rights shall be shared as shown in BWF Para-badminton Regulation 3.4.  
SANCTION Obligations

4 Continental Confederations and Member Associations or organisations recognised by the BWF must use Tournament Planner software to conduct the draws and must submit the completed results to BWF within the timescales as set out in BWF Para-badminton Regulations.   

5 We, the host organisers, hereby agree to abide with the Laws of Badminton, BWF Para-badminton Regulations, BWF Classification Regulations and the BWF General Competition Regulations including any penalties that may be applicable in Appendix 11 for breaching of General Competition Regulation 31 Penalties, in return for BWF Sanction and the benefits that are highlighted above. 
Continental Championships (CC)
6 An economy flight for one BWF Para-badminton Commission member to inspect the competition venue and the hotel must be provided by the organisers if requested by the BWF. This visit should be at least five (5) months before the Continental Championships take place.
For Para-badminton Commission members with functions during the Continental Championships, travelling costs (economy class) must be covered together with the full accommodation and food. For example: Official (Referee and Umpire workshops and draw process), Medical Officer (medical and classification course, classification and medical support during the Continental Championships)

International Tournaments (IT)

7 If required – an economy flight for one BWF Para-badminton Commission member to inspect the competition venue and the hotel must be provided by the organisers. This visit should be at least five (5) months before the International Tournament takes place.

For Para-badminton Commission members with functions during the International Tournament, travelling costs (economy class) must be covered together with the full accommodation and food. For example: Official (Referee and Umpire workshops and draw process), Medical Officer (medical and classification course, classification and medical support during the International Tournament)
